The stage required finding
and shooting the attackers, pieing windows and
halls, and engaging targets to 160 yards.

the 2007 National Tactical

Invitational, which  was

held in New Cumberland,
Pennsylvania. The training event
comprises four days of live-fire
exercises, force-on-force scenarios
and seminars. The 50 participants
were mostly private citizens, with
several law enforcement and mili-
tary personnel mixed in.

Participation is by invitation
only, tactical resumes reviewed for
experience and/or training consis-
tent with the ability to work in
dynamic environments.

Range day encompassed six
live-fire and four force-on-force
(FOF) scenarios. This year’s theme
was as follows: An attorney named
Dewey had retained you as an

expert witness for a trial. You were
to fly into town, have drinks at a
bar with him, shop at a mall to
purchase items that the TSA had
taken from you at the airport, give
a speech at a school, have dinner
with your sister and then testify in
court. Along the way, you got food
poisoning and had a trip to the
hospital for treatment.

My first live-fire stage was lunch
with my sister.  went unarmed due
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to the restaurant serving liquor. As I
entered the building I heard my sis-
ter scream from inside and realized
that [ had to get her out. I grabbed a
cane I'd noticed in the hallway and
slowly peeked around the corner. [
saw several corners, doors and hall-
ways and a body slumped over a
blood-covered counter.

With the cane, I opened the first
doorway and saw feet under a bath-
